Their scars, both 

visible and, for some unimaginable, continue to remind this nation, in times of strife as in times of peace, that freedom is not  free. 

More than one million donors have contributed to the Memorial, established by Public Law 106-348; and less than $3 Million remains to be 

collected for construction to begin. The organization continues to seek donations from the public as no federal funds may be appropriated to 

build this memorial.
